1. COMPREHENSION OF TOPIC:
· Develop a brief overview demonstrating your understanding of the topic.  
               
2. PAST EXPERIENCE WITH TOPIC: (prior to studying topic):
· Use a specific personal experience(s)/memory(s)* to illustrate your prior (before this class) perspective, experience, knowledge, attitude, behavior, etc. with topic.  
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3. GROWTH IN TOPIC:
a. Describe changes in your perspective, experience, knowledge, attitude, behavior, etc. that have occurred and are occurring for you as a result of exploring this topic in this class. 
b. Include a specific personal experience(s)/memory(s)* of how and/or where you have applied or are applying your new perspective(s) in your behavior, relationships, other classes, etc. 
c. Include new insights and changes that are occurring as a result of researching/writing this paper.   
d. Make reference to other topics/subjects if and where appropriate.

4. FUTURE APPLICATION POSSIBILITIES:
· Project with a possible specific future personal experience(s)*, where your imagination suggests you may go with continued exploration/development of this topic in the future.

* Specific  personal memory/experience is (contains who, what, when, and where)

3 points:
Projected future application of topic illustrated by specific possible future personal example(s)/memory(s).
	
4 points:
Ideas and thoughts are clearly stated and well developed.
(Most 20 point topics are at least one type written 1 ½ line spaced page).

2 points:
Paper has professional appearance.
(typed 1 ½ line spaced or carefully hand written, accurate spelling, grammar and punctuation).
